URER who banks it into the District Account currently with ANZ at Taree. 
 Rule 3 Rule 3 Rule 3 Rule 3 Payments of Multiple District Council Merchandise Accounts (Club supplies, cakes, mints etc) – 
send directly to MD201 Council of Lions Clubs International Inc Locked Bag 2000 
Newcastle NSW 2300. 
  I have to tell you that four Treasurers have sent their cheques to America.  
I know of these because they ultimately return to Newcastle Office and are forwarded 
to the District Cabinet Treasurers of the respective districts for banking.  I hope there 
are no more. 
  Rule 3 is now slightly out of date as those of you who are Club Cake Chair-
men will realise with Top Taste instituting new procedures that cut the Newcastle Office free of the sup-
ply and payment chain. 
  There needs to be a fourth rule apparently as one Club Treasurer managed to combine District, 
Multiple District and International dues into the one administration account cheque.  I couldn’t tear it 
into pieces and bank one piece with ANZ and the other with Westpac.  I thank that Club Treasurer for all 
of the extra work he caused.  If only he had read the letter that accompanied the Dues Invoice sent out 
by the District that clearly states that District/Multiple District payments must be separate from Interna-
tional payments.
