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Q
Our Club has a major project each year and we work with other organisations.  Does Lions Insurance cover the other organisations?
A
If the Lions Club is the body which "owns" the project and has the relevant approvals from the Council, Police, RTA etc and invites non-lions individuals to assist, these people are regarded as voluntary workers assisting the Club and would be covered by our liability insurance. 

 

On the other hand, if the Lions Club asks other bodies or groups to assist (eg Scouts, SES, etc etc) rather than individuals, then those bodies should have their own liability insurance which covers the people they provide for the project.  .The Lions Club should insist on sighting a "Certificate of Currency" for these groups/bodies.

 

In either case, the Lions Club should clearly minute its decision to conduct the project and the manner in which it will procure other bodies and or manpower to carry it out.
If you have any doubts, you should talk with our CBL Chairman.
Q
Occasionally our club doesn’t have a quorum at our meeting.  Do we have to cancel it?

A
You can proceed with your meeting and document details in your minutes.  However, you will need to have the minutes submitted at your next meeting (with a quorum) for ratification before proceeding with any of the recommendations. 

Q
Why are we required to read the Lions Purposes and Ethics at every meeting?
A
We all hold our Lions ideals in high regard; however, it is not essential to read our Purposes and Ethics at every meeting.  In some clubs, a member reads a Purpose or Ethic that has special meaning to them and explains why.
There is a time and place for the reading of our Purposes and Ethics.  We all have those special occasions when it is appropriate to read them – it is the choice of individual clubs.
