This is why, during the Asian Tsunami, Lions found more than $19mill. to assist with rebuilding; Lions in 
Australia and New Zealand raising more than $2mill. alone.  With the funds, Lions rebuilt three towns in 
Aceh province, constructing 570 homes and community buildings, and even constructing simple fishing 
boats so that local men could return to their livelihood and provide for their families.
